How to address and solve an issue.

Every now and then, you'll need to find out more
information, discuss something that you may not be
happy about, or share some information with the
school. The way we like to do this is:

First talk with the studio teacher. They know more
about your child than anyone else in the school, and
they know what’s going on in the school too.

Second, speak with the hub leader. Maybe the studio
teacher couldn’t help you in the way you wanted. The
hub leader may have a few more ideas or pieces of the
puzzle to help you with your inquiry.

Still not working? Speak with one of our Associate
Principals or the Deputy Principal. They know heaps
and will liaise with the studio teacher and hub leader to
help work out what the problem is and how to solve it.
Failing all that specialist input, come and see the
Principal. The Principal will still work with all those
people to see another way to help clarify the issue and
try to resolve it.

If that still doesn’t work, then the Principal can
approach the Board of Trustees Chairperson to discuss
the problem and to help find a solution.

If the problem is about the Principal, then you can
approach the Chairperson and they will follow the
Complaints Policy.
